1. DISCUSS AND TAKE ACTION TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 17-1214, AUTHORIZE APPLICATION FOR RURAL ECONOMIC ACTION PLAN (REAP) GRANT.  Mayor Brinlee stated this is a “good year to apply for REAP grant; good chance we could be approved.”  The WPD is requesting  a grant to purchase 6 each Mobile Cop Systems to install in each patrol car for use instead of calling dispatch to verify information immediately (driver’s license, insurance, warrants, prior tickets, etc.). Cost for hardware and software is $16,955.26 with option of adding printers to write E-tickets for an additional charge. Ch Bias stated this will increase the efficiency of each officer and the whole department as it cuts time required for each stop, making the officer available for more calls.  WPD has collected approximately $15,000 thru actively pursuing donations and conducting fund raisers.

3. DISCUSS AND TAKE ACTION TO APPROVE AN AMOUNT TO BE DETERMINED FOR NEEDED EQUIPMENT AT THE BRAVO COMPANY GOING OUT OF BUSINESS AUCTION SCHEDULED FOR 8:30AM, SEPTEMBER 14, 2017.  Mayor Brinlee distributed pictures of equipment available and needed by the City for possible purchase at the auction. One piece is an A-Boom tractor with a side brush hog which would eliminate the need to hire temporary summer help for mowing easements. Mayor Brinlee stated he discussed with City Attorney the amount to be determined who said the Council can stipulate any amount desired.  Councilman Haynes asked if there is money and where would it comes from, to which Mayor Brinlee replied it would come from Capital Improvement where there is $100,000.00 available with the only other obligation is for the sidewalk grant of $30,000 to $34,000.   Councilman Littlejohn asked Ch Bias if he might need funds for vehicle repair.  Ch Bias stated possibly for the Dodge Chargers which require a lot of maintenance. The Councilmen/women discussed amount to authorize for the auction purchases.
